Once agaln, our Assoclatlon ls meetlng to exchange ldeas and personal contacts as well as to
suggest new research themes and fresh worklng groups. Thls ls exactly what ls requlred for
the progre ss of our professlon and of soclology.

Slnce lts formatlon ln 1949, the ISA has been dedicated to 'advanclng soclologlcal
knowledge throughout the world' and to organlzlng its congresses on a regular basls. This
time, however, the settlng has changed - somewhat to our own surprlse. The ISA is meetlng ln
Asla for the flrst time and for the second time ln successlon beyond the frontlers of the
IDOStdeveloped countrles.

Thls observatlon ls not
made ln a xenophoblc splrlt. Qulte the contrary. The massive revolutlon ln the means of
communlcatlon and the rise of mutual understandlng between peoples and of the respect that ls
requlred by the dlversity of their tradltlons have made a truly universallst vlslon of the
problems tackled by soclologlsts not only posslble but also urgently necessary.

In greetlng partlclpants from aU over the world and ln welcomlng you on behalf of the
ISA 1 would just l1ke to share a thought wlth you. It ls no accldent that the Executive
Commltteehas chosen a theme for our meetlng whlch might appear to be rather familiar: soclal
change. But thls clearly lnvolves more than just famll1arizlng ourselves with the general
process of soclal change: it lnvolves equlpplng soclology - just as its founding fathers
asplred to do .:. with an analytical and theoretical lnstrument which would provlde a better
understandlng of thls process ln the clrcumstances of today's world soclety. The Openlng
Sesslon and the twenty seven sesslons of the six Symposia wlll therefore be devoted to
conslderatlons of thls theme.

In addltlon to the meetlngs arranged by the thirty eight Research Committees, the three
orklng Groups and the seven Ad Hoc Groups of the ISA, our Congress will also be host to some

meetlngs whlch do not appear ln the Programme.So, please check the noticeboard each day for
informatlon about thls other type of meetlng.

Obvlously, thls type of Congress can only take place thanks to the hard work of many
people. 1 would like to offer speclal thanks to members of the ISA Executive Committee and
he Indlan Natlonal Organlzlng Commlttee (INOC) who have glven a great deal of time and

Although large gatherings, such as the World Congress of Sociology, must hold their
sessions in sophisticated urban centres such as New Delhi for the convenience and facilities
they provide, we hope that the delegates will take this opportunity of visiting the
hinterland and even the outlying rural areas, so as to acquire a feel for Indian social
reality in its larger dimensions.

The Indian National Organizing Committee (INOC) set up by the ISS in order to attend to
the local arrangements, has received valuable guidance and assistance from the Executive
Committee and Secretariat of the ISA.

The 1st World Congress of Sociology met in Zurich (Switzerland) in 1950 with 124 sociologists
representing 30 countries. The VIlth World Congress in Varna (Bulgaria) in 1970 was an
important milestone in as much as it attracted not only a large number of delegates .(4000)
but also was the first World Congress of Sociology outside West Europe and North America.
Another major breakthrough occurred in 1982 when the Wor Id Congress met in Mexico for the
first time in a Third World country. The Xlth World Congress of Sociology is unique in that
it took a slow and arduous journey to reach an Asian country. It has yet to reach Africa.

The Indian National Organizing Committee (INOC) feels privileged in contributing to the
on-going process of the globalization of sociology by hosting the first ever World Congress
of Sociology in this part of the world. It therefore gives me special delight to welcome each
one of you, dear colleagues, to India, on behalf of the INOC.
