Mais
la question n’est pas seulement de savoir
quelles sont-elles mais aussi de qui sont-
elles. La sociologie est une création
institutionnelle et intellectuelle plutot
récente. Ses frontiéres, son nom méme,
resteront-ils inchangés au cours des 50
prochaines années ? On ne peut aborder
cette question qu’en examinant a la fois
notre héritage et les défis qu’il nous pose.

Je souhaite que le Congrés de Montréal
permette non seulement un débat soutenu
et profond sur ces questions, mais que ce
débat soit suffisamment fructueux pour
que, dans les décennies a venir, nos
successeurs y voient un moment important
de notre histoire intellectuelle.

ISA has chosen as a theme one that looks
backwards and forwards, a theme
appropriate to the turn of the century and
the millenium and to the fact that this is
the 50th anniversary of the organization.

We are looking backward to our heritage.
But what exactly is our heritage? And for
how long has it been our heritage? Of what
is it constructed? And what is its
continuing appeal?

We are looking at the current challenges.
The challenges to what? The challenges to
our heritage. And they have been fearsome
in these last 20 years. A challenge is not
necessarily a rejection, but it is a strong
questioning of the assumptions that
underlie our heritage. Which challenges
shall we take seriously? And can we meet
them? Incorporate them into a revised
heritage? Or do they endanger the
fundaments on which we stand?

We look forward to our perspectives. But
the question is not only which are the
perspectives, but whose are the
perspectives? Sociology is a quite recent
intellectual and institutional creation. Will
its boundaries, its very name remain
unchanged in the next 50 years? We can
only address this question by assessing
both our heritage and the challenges to this
heritage.

It is my hope that the Congress at Montréal
will not only debate these questions at
length and in depth, but that the debate
will be sufficiently fruitful that, in future
decades, our successors will look back to
these debates as an important locus of our
intellectual history.
