One cannot submit the same abstract to two different

sessions.

The abstract text cannot contain more than 300 words and

must be submitted in English, French or Spanish.

It is the author’s responsibility to submit a correct abstract;

any errors in spelling, grammar, or scientific fact will be

reproduced as typed by the author.

All changes/updates should be done via on-line system by

September 30, 2022 24:00 GMT.

Once abstracts have been accepted, no changes in

authorship and text can be made.

Author must specify a preferred format of presentation:

on-site or virtual.

Each abstract received on-line will be assigned an

identification number.

Only abstracts submitted on-line will be considered in the

selection process.
